
 

Short-Term Missions (GO Teams) Application  

Team Selection 

Each Global Outreach (GO) Team has a unique purpose which will determine the selection criteria for team 
members. We encourage anyone interested in joining a specific team to apply and trust that God will use the 
application process to clarify His direction for the team and those who apply.  

In preparation for a GO Team, the team leader and the Missions Pastor work together to select team members 
who seem most suited for the team. This process will include an application, review of references, and a 
conversation with the team leader and/or the Mission Pastor.  

Does filling out an application mean I’m going? 

Applying to join a GO Team does not guarantee a place on the team and applying is a great opportunity to explore 
God’s leading toward short-term mission work. Each application will be prayerfully reviewed and considered. 
Every person who applies will be contacted by the team leader or Mission Pastor to process their application.  

What about team meetings? 

There are several team meetings that you will be expected to attend as a GO Team member. Some of these 
meetings will include logistical information you will need to know for the trip; however most will assist you in 
preparing to minister cross-culturally. Team meetings are valuable in preparing you for the work and it is expected 
that you will attend each meeting. The experience of serving as a team is often the highlight for those who 
participate in GO Trips.  

Spiritual Preparation 

Each person who is sent by Bethel Church on a short-term mission trip is presumed to have a personal relationship 
with Jesus Christ. In partnership with the pastoral team, GO Team leaders do everything in their power to prepare 
the team for spiritual challenges faced on a short-term mission trip. This may include reading books, training for 
specific ministry areas, practicing skills or attending seminars.  

Authorization for Criminal Records Check 

A criminal records check is mandatory for every individual who works, might work, or plans to work with children 
through any ministry at Bethel Church.
